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Participate in a mission project. 

Day 1: Read Romans 10:14-15.
• What did Paul say is required for someone to call on God? 
• �The Bible says that people who share the good news are 

“welcome.” What does that make you think when it comes to 
going on a mission project?

There are millions of people who will go to bed tonight and 
have not heard the good news. Spend time today praying about 
your role in telling the people around the world about God. You 
may be called to pray or to raise money, but you may be called 
to go to the very ends of the earth. Pray for a willing heart 
today. 

Day 2: Read Isaiah 6:1-8.
• �What did Isaiah feel when he realized he was in the presence 

of God? 
• �Have you ever volunteered for a difficult task? What inspired 

you to step up and get involved? 

In the presence of God, Isaiah realized that he was a sinner. He 
must have felt pretty useless at that moment. But God chose 
to forgive Isaiah and cleanse his sin. So when God asked for 
volunteers to step up and take His message, Isaiah was eager 
to volunteer. Let Isaiah’s response be your prayer today: “Here I 
am, God, send me.” 

Day 3: Read 1 Peter 2:9-10.
• �What are some of the things that Peter wrote that God has 

done for us? 
• �Why does this verse state that you were chosen by God? 

We have a purpose. We have a message to take to the world. 
We have been chosen to tell the world the great news of God’s 
love. He has done great things for us and we are now given the 
task of telling everyone we meet how they can know Him too. 
Rejoice today at the mercy God has shown you and look for 
opportunities to share that mercy with others. 

Go in the strength and power of God.

Day 4: Read Acts 1:4-8.
• �Why did Jesus tell the apostles to wait in Jerusalem? 
• �What is the power that Jesus promised? 

You know about God and have a relationship with Him through 
Jesus because someone else took this command of Jesus 
seriously. The apostles told people who in turn told others, until 
you, sitting half a world and thousands of years away from that 
moment, know about Jesus. Right now you have the privilege 

and the power to continue that chain. As we talk about being 
a part of missions around the world you may be nervous or 
scared. Pray today that God will show you again the power that 
dwells inside of you. 

Day 5: Read Isaiah 55:8-12.
• �What did God say about His Word? 
• �What does that say about you as you go to tell other people 

about Him? 

Rain falls and it nourishes the earth causing the harvest to 
grow. God’s Word is like that. It is refreshing rain on a dry 
and cracked heart. God says that His Word will not come back 
empty and that we have His power, His strength, and His 
promises to go with us. Take an honest look at your fears today, 
and ask God to overcome them with His strength. 

Build relationships with internationals already around 
you.

Day 6: Read Leviticus 19:33-34.
• �What can these verses teach us about immigrants and 

internationals that live near us? 
• �Do your attitudes about immigrants and internationals line 

up with what God is telling you to do in these verses? Do you 
accept people from other countries? 

You don’t always have to leave your own community to have 
an impact on the world. There is a good chance that there are 
international people living around you right now. If you make 
an impact on their lives they have an opportunity to influence 
their connections and families around the world. Make an 
effort to seek out and befriend internationals living around 
you.  

Day 7: Read Acts 8:26-39.
• �Where was the eunuch from? 
• �Was he a person of influence in his own country? 
• �What did Philip tell the eunuch, and what was the eunuch’s 

response? 

We see Paul’s question of “How can” echoed in the eunuch’s 
words. (Check out Day 1.) Here the eunuch was reading the 
Word of God, but couldn’t understand it until Philip explained 
it. There are internationals living in this country who may 
hear about God and see some of our customs, but who are still 
confused at what it all means. You can come alongside them, 
just as Philip did, and explain the truth to them.
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
